Let us go back a little and revisit the
Object pronouns we have learned in
Part 1, Lesson 15.

When
preceded by an object pronoun (me,
te, le...) and followed by an adjective
or the adverbs bien and mal, it will
belong to this small but useful family.

Past simple of “ir” and “ser”

A curious thing happened in the
history of the Spanish language: two
completely different verbs, one ending
in —er and the other in —ir, developed
for some reason an identical form in
the past simple.

Let us take a quick look at the present
tense in both verbs. Regarding ir
(meaning to go) we have: voy, vas, va,
vamos, vais, van.

Regarding ser (meaning to be) we
have: soy, eres, es, somos, Sois, son.
But when coming to the past simple:
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yo fui | went and also | was
tu fuiste you went and also you were
él /ella fue he/ she went and also he / she was

nosotros / nosotras fuimos

we went and also we were

vosotros / vosotras fuisteis

you went and also you were

ustedes / ellos / ellas fueron

you / they went and also you / they
were

At first sight, it might seem confusing,
and it would be if these verbs were
taken out of context, but actually

it is not. For example, can you tell
the meaning of the following two
sentences?

1. Fuimos buenos amigos

2. Fuimos a la fiesta

Of course you can!!!!

Sentence 1 means: We were good
friends
Sentence 2 means: We went to the

party
You sure did it!!!

Cantidades indefinidas

Indefinite quantities

Numbers refer to known and definite
guantities. However, we might want to
express quantities we don’t know for
certain or don’t want to specify. For
those functions we have: algunos,
otros, varios, muchos, pocos...

Please note: They may behave as
pronouns (in place of a noun) or as
adjectives (usually preceding the
noun). In all cases, they must match
the noun they replace or precede, both
in gender and number.

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Please note that whenever alguno
or ninguno precede a noun (of the
masculine gender) they will lose the
final 0.

Pronombres indefinidos

Indefinite pronouns

The following four words: algo, nada,
alguien, nadie will always function
mostly as pronouns and sometimes
as adverbs, never as adjectives. As

a consequence, they do not have to
match any noun in gender or number,
they are what we call invariable
(unchanging).

Please note: Algo and alguien have
a positive meaning (something and
somebody respectively) while nada
and nadie have a negative meaning
(nothing and nobody respectively).

You have already mastered the
past simple in Spanish. Now we

will learn an additional tense for

the past. In grammar books it is
called “imperfecto”, but we will call it
continuous or usual.
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You will be happy to know that
mastering it is easier than the previous
one, because its forms are almost
always regular.

This new past tense is used to
describe actions that took place in

the past but did not begin or end at
specific moments. It usually refers to
repeated or habitual situations/events
occurring over an unspecified, usually
long, period of time.

It is also used to describe what was
happening in the background when
another event, marked by the past
simple, took place.

Let us see some examples

Explanation: Leo was a kid for a
number of years (a long period without
a specific ending point).

The main verb in a sentence is the
one who carries the meaning. Auxiliary
(helping) verbs fulfill a syntactic

(= grammatical) role by carrying
additional information such as tense
(present, past...), modality (real,
unreal...), voice (active, passive) and
SO on.

Besides its role as main verb, estar
may operate as auxiliary when
preceding the gerundio form of

the main verb. The pattern estar

+ gerundio is used to indicate a
continuous or progressive action or
situation. It is quite similar to the
English to be + ...ing construction.

We first saw this pattern explained

in Part 1, Lesson 18 (but only for the
present tense). You may remember
that building the gerundio is actually
quite simple: all the verbs of the —ar
group will adopt the ending —ando,
while all the other verbs, that is the —er
and —ir groups, will adopt the ending

—iendo.

Passive voice in Spanish

Passive constructions, which are not
very frequent in Spanish, are those
sentences where the subject is not the
one performing the action but the one
who receives it, the receptor.

Spanish has two ways of expressing
the passive voice. The first pattern
uses the verb ser as an auxiliary verb
and the preposition por preceding
the agent (the one who performs the
action).

It can be expressed by the following
string:

Subject / receptor + the verb ser +
past participle + por [agent]
